PACKING — Be sure to pack your favourite summer clothes — we
also recommend packing a portable charger, any medication
needed and your own reusable water bottle! Don't worry about
bringing a sleeping bag as we provide all of the linen.
BUDGETING - To help you make the most of your trip in this
beautiful country, we recommend $15 per day to cover your
drinks, plus a little extra for your personal shopping expenses

BE SUN SMART : Time spent outdoors means time spent in the
sun. Be sure to wear a high factor sun cream. We also
recommend you wear a hat whilst we are on our tours.

STAY HYDRATED : After a big day of travel and mingling you
may not realise how dehydrated you’re becoming! You will always
have access to bottled water wherever you are, so please make
sure you drink a lot of water to avoid getting heat stroke.
